Initial Project Funding

ÅProject funding totaling $2.46M was included in the  
December 21, 2007 Omnibus Appropriations Bill signed 
by President Bush.

ÅDOE is administering the funds.  A total of $2,362,349 in 
federal funding is available.

ÅThe utility partners, AmerenUE, AECI, Aquila, City 
Utilities, KCP&L, and The Empire District Electric 
Company, provided 20% matching funds totaling 
$590,587.

ÅThe original project budget totaled $2,952,936.
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
